Battling against weed has been ongoing and continues.

The West pontoon by the picnic table has been successfully repaired, thanks to the Asst Harbournaster and pa.

The yellow boom has been reaffixed to the wall.

Berthing and trailoring remains under the control of John Shepperd and Bert.

Bert has done a splendid job of clearing up by the fence behind the Merlins.

The weed barge is likely to disappear today, Tuesday 8th November at no charge.

Preparations are being made to remove the tin RIB.

The blue GP residing in the trailer park was burnt at the bonfire night celebration.

The main task in hand is clearing the headbank. This will involve removing the boats in the trailer park – we should get heavy handed with anything that has been lying there for more than 3 months. We will also need to create space (ie scrap unlicensed and/or unusable trailers) to position a large skip in that area. A ramp will need to be built up to the skip for wheelbarrow access. Work can then proceed and equipment and manpower assessed as we commence.

Other than that, there has been minor damage to the westerly leg of the pontoon near the ASC’s. Easily repaired.
